Discuss life experiences, other people, or educational,
employment or volunteer experiences that have contributed to your decision.

2. Discuss your understanding of the social work profession.

3. Having read the School’s mission statement and description of concentration, discuss
how your particular interests fit with our concentration in Community Partnerships.

4. Discuss the personal qualities that equip you for the social work profession. Include any
experiences in which you have exercised leadership, responsibility, and/or judgment.
Discuss also what areas of your professional development you would like to strengthen.

5. Discuss experiences you have had which make you believe that you can work effectively
with people from diverse populations reflecting religious, racial, ethnic, handicapped
status, socio-economic, gender, and sexual orientation differences.

6. Discuss any extenuating circumstances which may have affected past academic
performance.
